Tuesday, July 21: Meet at Independence Grove North Bay Pavillion 
Feathers & Fur 
Today includes an overview of all the animal groups and their coverings we’ll be learning about this 
week, and then focuses on our furry and feathered friends. Campers learn about the unique adaptations 
of birds & mammals through outdoor explorations and hands-on activities.  
 
Wednesday, July 22: Meet at Independence Grove North Bay Pavillion 
Scutes, Scales & Slime 
Reptiles & Amphibians are today’s emphasis. Campers learn the differences between these animal 
groups and get an up close and personal look at some of their coverings as they’ll meet a few of our live 
education animals. 
 
Thursday, July 23: Meet at Independence Grove North Bay Pavillion 
Exoskeletons 
Exoskeletons cover the arthropod group which includes insects, spiders and crustaceans.  Campers 
search for these critters on a hike and discover those that live in an aquatic environment while pond 
netting.
